 A KINGDOM NEAR/I WOULD LIKE 
 

 
 
SETTING 
 
 The Kingdom of God is near; it is Jesus who is calling you to be that 
Kingdom. We see Jesus walking through Palestine, listening, looking, 
announcing, and bringing Life closer to life. 
The time of the promises has been fulfilled. The Kingdom of God is 
here! Convert and believe in the Gospel. These are the words with 
which Jesus begins his public life. He wants to tell the world with his 
presence what the Kingdom of God is, a call to conversion and faith 
in the Good News. 
I remain silent to welcome and understand what you propose to me, 
what you invite me to. And in the silence your presence leads me to 
quiet, to enjoy and to echo the moment. 



 
You Lord are here, you are in every person that I meet, you are in 
every diverse reality, you are and I am with you. 
From my concrete reality, from the responsibility that I have, I want 
to live with my gaze on you who bring us closer to God, who brings 
us closer to life.

GOSPEL. Mark 1, 14-20 
 
After John was betrayed, Jesus went to Galilee; and proclaimed the 
Good News of  God: He said: «The time has come and the Kingdom 
of  God is near; convert and believe in the Good News. Walking along 
the Sea of  Galilee, he saw Simon and Andrew, Simon's brother, 
casting nets into the sea, for they were fishermen. Jesus said to them: 
"Come with me, and I will make you fishers of  men." Immediately 
they left their nets and followed him. Walking a little further ahead, he 
saw James, the Zebedee, and his brother John; they were also in the 
boat mending the nets; and immediately he called them. And they, 
leaving their father Zebedee in the boat with the hired men, went 
after him. 
 

To deepen the text (Marie-Noëlle  

 
The first reading tells us that God is the God of  the universe; you can 
pray everywhere, beyond the borders of  Israel, on a boat and even in 
the belly of  a whale. The presence of  God is not limited to a place, a 
country, a party or a religion... 
Psalm 24/25 is precisely the prayer of  a sinner: a sinner who wants to 
change his path, to convert; a sinner who knows that it is always

possible for him who trusts in God's mercy: “The Lord shows sinners 
the way. “Teach the humble his way." 
In Saint Paul's letter to the Corinthians, the centre is an invitation to 
lift our eyes, beyond the daily horizon, to look at the horizon of  God, 
at the new world that is being born. This is not a moral lesson but an 
invitation to rejoice: The Good News of  the coming of  the Kingdom 
is the same for everyone, rich or poor, married or not. These are two 
ways of  living the same reality: the pagan way and the Christian way, 
the way of  Adam and the way of  Christ. 
In today's Gospel we reflect on some words from Jesus' call to the 
first disciples, Simon and Andrew, James and John. As in any 
vocation, there are two phases: the call and the response. Jesus passes 
by, sees them, calls them, it is his initiative. For the disciples it is 
evidently about the kingdom that is approaching and that calls them. 
As for the response, "Immediately, they left the nets and followed 
him," makes Abraham's response think that, as the book of  Genesis 
says: "Abraham set out just as the LORD had told him" (Gen 12). ). 
But, attention, Jesus told them: "Come with me and I will make you 
fishers of  men." Jesus does not excite them by promising something 
for themselves, but for others. Associates them with their task. In this 
way, he tells them something about his own mission: to fish for men. 
As he himself  says in the gospel of  John (Jn 10:10): "I have come so 
that men may have life and have it abundantly."  
 
 Tips for prayer 
 

 -What were the fishermen doing when Jesus called them? 
How is your response? 
- What does Jesus invite you to today? What is your answer? 
- As a community, as a Church, what is the call that Jesus 
makes to us today?
